Dr. Bob Westbrook
with Commodore Dave Raffetto
manned Dr. Bob as the chase
boat (which was seen pshing off
Orchard Point during the second
race).

There could not have been
better weather conditions for

both races. The race committee
had to work out several kinks in
the system prior to the prst race,
but managed to get all the winter
cobwebs sorted by the time of
the second race, and now we are
in great shape for the rest of the
racing season.

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Regulatory Update from BoatUS

We have a new bill, S. 2766,
“The Clean Boating Act of
2008,0 that we need your help to
support. This bill will provide
a permanent exemption for
recreational boaters, anglers,
and charter boats, from the
looming EPA discharge permit
requirement.

Over the last 8 months or
so, many people have taken the
time to support S. 2067 or H.R.
2550 0The Recreational Boating
Act of 20076. This new bill,
S. 2766 has the best chance of

gaining widespread political
support from both Democrats
and Republicans. It includes
all the former contents of S.
2067 and H.R. 2550 as well as a
provision to exempt charter boats
from the permit and to require the
EPA and the U.S. Coast Guard
to determine reasonable and
practical management practices
for discharges.

We urge every boater,
angler, and boat owner to learn
more about this new legislation.
